Executive Committee may 
refer item to Standing or 
subcommittee 
(constitutional, by-laws or 
committee structure issues 
always go to Structure and 
Functions), or determines 
readiness and approves for

Business 
item: Voted 
on by the 
Senate

considered 
approved 
unless a 
Senator 
objects, then

Information 
item: No 
action by the 
Senate, just 
information 

All Senate 
business items 
require two 
readings, first 
reading can be 
waived by 2/3 vote 

Appropriate person 
notified of Senate 
action, some actions 
require President 
approval
